The Communities program is designed to provide funds for community development projects that address human service needs, such as senior centers, crisis centers, health departments and facilities that provide services to low-income persons.  As part of the Commonwealth’s allocation from the CDBG program, these projects have been allocated $4,500,000 for 2010 with the maximum amount of $500,000 of CDBG funding per community.  

Renaissance projects are also funded and administered under this branch. The project must be within the applicant’s designated Renaissance area.

Who can Apply:  All cities and counties are eligible to apply for the funds with the exception of entitlement communities.
